Vascular Plants: Plants that have roots, stem, leaves and vascular tissue that allows water to travel to all parts of the plant.





Non-vascular: Plants that do not have true roots, a true stem, true leaves and absorbs water through its cell wall. 





Deciduous: Trees that lose their leaves every year.





Coniferous: Trees that produce cones, have needle-like leaves and usually stay green all year (evergreen). 
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
